
Boogie The Joint

DESCRIPTION/DIFFICULTY:  4-Wall Line Dance, Intermediate, Lilt/ECS Rhythm

COUNTS/MOVEMENTS:  48 Counts / 57 Movements

SUGGESTED MUSIC:  Boogie The Joint—Buddy Skipper (CD: “Grand Strand Gold Volume 2” or “Everybody Dances 

     Swing” – this CD also has the song for Michele’s dance “Madly Off In All Directions”). Start after the first 48 beats; 

     when the song ends, you’ll finish at the back wall.

COUNT/CALL/DESCRIPTION
RIGHT SIDE TRIPLE, LEFT DRAG-BALL-CROSS, LEFT TOUCH SIDE, TOUCH BACK, LEFT HIP WALK


1&2
Right-left-right
Right step side right (1), left step next to right (&), right step side right (2)


3&4
Drag-ball-cross
Left drag towards right (3), left step slightly back on ball of foot (&), right step across left (4)


5,6
Touch, touch
Left toe touch side left (5); left toe touch behind right (6)


7,8
Hip walk
Left touch forward pushing left hip out (7); left step down taking weight (8)

RIGHT HIP WALK, LEFT HIP WALK, RIGHT TRIPLE BACK, LEFT HITCH INTO ¾ SPIRAL TURN LEFT, LEFT STEP


1,2
Hip walk
Right touch forward pushing right hip out (1); right step down taking weight (2)


3,4
Hip walk
Left step forward pushing left hip out (3); left step down taking weight (4)

(Option: You can replace the three hip walks with brush steps – brush ball of foot forward and outward, then take weight.)


5&6
Triple back
Right step back (5), left step next to right (&), right step back (6)


7,8
Hitch turn
Hitch left knee, hooking left foot in front of right calf while pivoting ¾ turn left 




(like a spiral turn) (7); left step down (8)

RIGHT SIDE TRIPLE, LEFT DRAG-BALL-CROSS, LEFT TOUCH SIDE, TOUCH BACK, LEFT HIP WALK


1&2
Right-left-right
Right step side right (1), left step next to right (&), right step side right (2)


3&4
Drag-ball-cross
Left drag towards right (3), left step slightly back on ball of foot (&), right step across left (4)


5,6
Touch, touch
Left toe touch side left (5); left toe touch behind right (6)


7,8
Hip walk
Left touch forward pushing left hip out (7); left step down taking weight (8)

RIGHT HIP WALK, LEFT HIP WALK, RIGHT TRIPLE BACK, LEFT HITCH INTO ¾ SPIRAL TURN LEFT, LEFT STEP


1,2
Hip walk
Right touch forward pushing right hip out (1); right step down taking weight (2)


3,4
Hip walk
Left step forward pushing left hip out (3); left step down taking weight (4)

(Option: You can replace the three hip walks with brush steps – brush ball of foot forward and outward, then take weight.)


5&6
Triple back
Right step back (5), left step next to right (&), right step back (6)


7,8
Hitch turn
Hitch left knee, hooking left foot in front of right calf while pivoting ¾ turn left 




(like a spiral turn) (7); left step down (8)

RIGHT SIDE STEP, LEFT TAP BEHIND, LEFT SIDE STEP, RIGHT TAP BEHIND, 

“SHORTY GEORGE” (RIGHT SIDE KICK & KNEE WALK FORWARD)


1,2
Step, tap
Right step side right (1); left toe tap behind right heel (2)


3,4
Step, tap
Left step side left (3); right toe tap behind left heel (4)


5&6
Kick & walk
Right low kick side right (5), right step home (&), left small step forward bending knees left (6)


7,8
Walk, walk
Right small step forward bending knees right (7); left small step forward bending knees left (8)

RIGHT FORWARD ROCK, RECOVER, RIGHT TRIPLE TURNING ½ RIGHT, 

LEFT KICK-BALL-CROSS INTO ¼ TURN RIGHT, LEFT SIDE, RIGHT DRAG


1,2
Rock, recover
Right rock forward ball of foot (1); recover to left (2)


3&4
Triple turn
Pivot ½ right on ball of left foot stepping right foot 




forward (3); left step next to right (&), 




right step forward (4)


5&6
Kick-ball-cross
Left kick forward (5), left step ball of foot next to 




right (&), right step across left into ¼ turn right (6)


7,8
Step, drag
Left step side left (7); right drag toward left foot, 




keeping weight on left (8)
